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WELCOME TO CHARNEY BASSETT

The village of Charney Bassett lies in open couttegide the meandering river
Ock. It is situated in the north of the Vale of WéhHorse, in Gainfield Hundred,
and there has been a settlement here since AnglonSanes. The earliest surviving
record shows there was a grant of lands to the Bbb@&bingdon Abbey in 811

AD. The land originally was largely marsh and theaming of ‘Charney’ is Cearn-
isle or island beside the river Cearn

To the north of the village is Cherbury camp, mmlAge fortification, the meaning
of the name being the barrow beside the river GhesnCearn.

St. Peter's Church has some sections as old ag2heentury - an interesting
history is available in the church. The churchasmally open during the day and at
service times, which vary throughout the month. &ocess at other times, contact
the churchwardens. Full details can be found in @merbury News which is
published monthly and also carries news of thesRaCiouncil and village events.

Charney Manor was built as a grange for Abingdbbey when it owned extensive
land around the village. It is now a Quaker house aonference centre. An
illustrated brochure is available.

Opposite the Manor and Church is the Water Milivnowned by Oxfordshire
County Council and undergoing restoration by vadens. The Mill is open for
visitors on a number of occasions throughout tre.ye
